Indentifying Kit Components and Features

The TECH200 Tester is battery operated [rechargeable] and generates a low-frequency magnetic field to activate tire
sensors. It receives UHF radio signals from the tire sensors typically at 315 MHz.
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Powering the TECH200 ON

To power on the TECH200, press the Q Button located in the middle of the TECH200 tool. The splash screen
will illuminate showing OTC logo and software version. Following this, the first menu item Select Vehicle is
displayed.

Navigating the TECH200 Menu

To navigate through the TECH200 menu, you use the UP/DOWN arrow keys until the desired function is shown on

the screen. Once the screen is showing what you wish to do, press the Q button. Do not press the Q
button for too long as it then has a different function (see below).

To go back, simply scroll until the screen shows the Back option, and press Q This will take you back one
screen. To get to the main menu, continue selecting Back until you are at the main menu.

There is also a shortcut to avoid having to scroll up or down to find the Back option. If the ley is held for
more than a second, the menu will go back one level. Note that this only works when in the menu system.

Turning the TECH200 Off

To switch the TECH200 off, you go back to the bottom menu, and then use the UP/DOWN arrow keys to navigate to

the Off menu item, and press Q To extend battery life, the TECH200 will power off after 5 minutes of
inactivity.

Using the TECH200

At the top level, the options are: NISSAN, Select Vehicle, Language, or Off.

To change the language, use the UP/DOWN arrow keys to scroll to the Language option. Press Q to choose

this option. Then use the UP/DOWN arrow keys to scroll to the required language and press Q Currently the
tool supports English, Spanish, French, German and Italian.

The TECH200 is used to verify TPM sensor functionality and to activate TPM sensors as part of a relearn procedure

which works with the Connect Il scan tool. To use the TECH200, press the Q button to power the tool on.
When the Main Menu appears on the screen, the cursor automatically points at NISSAN. If you want to activate the

TPMS on a NISSAN vehicle press @ again. If you want to activate the TPMS on any other make vehicle, choose

Select Vehicle and press the Q button.

Hold the TECH200 up to the tire, near the wheel at the valve stem location. Press the E Button. The TECH200
will indicate SEARCHING.

SEARCHING

NOTE: In order to read properly, the TECH200 must be held against the tire and not the wheel or valve
stem, refer to image shown above which shows the correct TECH200 position.

Once you press E at the NISSAN or Select Year prompt, the TECH200 tool will search for the TPM sensor.
If the TPM Sensor communication is successful, the TECH200 will display FOUND, give an audible indication and
then display the senor ID number and the PSI of the selected tire.

J \D: 00019ADD

PSI: 260

If the TPM sensor communication is not successful, the TECH200 will display FAILED.

Retry reading and make sure the tool is held against the tire in the correct
position.

FAILED

If the same sensor is read twice, the display will show:

In this case please make sure you read the correct sensors, the tool is
Duplicata ID placed correctly and that no other sensor is around the vehicle.

The TECH200 may also indicate that a wrong sensor type is used.

Incorrect If this is the case, you are trying to use a sensor that is not compatible with
the vehicle’'s TPM system.

Sensor Type

After the TECH200 returns to NISSAN or Select Year menu, press E to perform another TPM Sensor
activation.

NOTE: Some vehicles have TPMs which cannot be activated by the tool. If this is the case an
alternative test method will be displayed.

Depending on the TPM type, it can take up to a minute for the TPM to respond. If you wish to cancel the TPM
search, then pressing E when SEARCHING is visible on the screen will halt the search process.

Updating the firmware in the TECH200 tool with the TECH200-Connect PC Software

Before updating the firmware you need to create an account by visiting the website

www.tpmsupdate.net

Login to your account and download the TECH200 programmer software to your PC.

Double click on the installer “TECH200 Programmer Installer.msi”. This starts the installation wizard.
When the start-up screen appears, press the “Next” button to install the TECH200 programmer
software. By default, this will be installed to “C:\Program Files\TECH200 Programmer\”. The folder will
be created if it doesn't exist.

Press “Next” and the program will be installed. To exit the installer when it has finished, press “Close”.
Next, you can select “All programs” from the start menu, and “TECH200 Programmer” will be available
for use. Click on the shortcut to start the program.

To get the latest TECH200 firmware, login to your account and select the tool that you wish to update.
Download the firmware file to your PC, making a note of where the file has been downloaded. This is
usually “My Documents/Downloads” for most browsers.

Start the PC update program “TECH200 Programmer™.

Follow the instructions displayed by the program to update the TECH200.

N.B The firmware is locked to a particular tool by serial number, and it's not possible to update a tool with a version

for a different tool.
